“No Condemnation”
Small Group Bible Study
October 1, 2006
Read: Romans 8:1-4
Reflect: Have you ever been condemned by another person? How did you feel? Do you ever condemn yourself?

Dig: After slowly reading Romans 8:1-4 three times over, answer these questions: How are the thoughts of this paragraph connected to the previous paragraph in chapter 7? Why might the little word “now” be added? What did the sinful nature do to the law of God? According to Romans 3:23, are we condemned even if we don’t feel like we are? Many people in today’s world prize personal freedom and choice. What does this paragraph tell us about inner freedom and choice?
Apply: Write out a prayer thanking God for the freedom you have from condemnation.
