Read: Romans 8:31-39
Reflect: What event or sinful pattern in your life has made you feel far from God?
Dig: After slowly reading Romans 8:31-39 three times, answer these questions: Since this verse begins with the words “What, then,” what teaching of verses 28-30 leads into verses 31-39?
 List all the pairs (like life nor death) that are listed in Romans 8:31-39. What word does the author use to emphasize his belief of God’s care? 
What might it mean to be more than conquerors? 
To what animals are we compared to in these verses?
Apply: How would applying the truth of the assurance of Romans 8:31-39 change the way you live day by day? 
What “trouble or hardship” are you worried about at this point in your life which should come under the banner of “in all these things we are more than conquerors.”
