Regarding Apollos, read Acts 18:24-19:1 to see what his ministry 
had been in Corinth. Which group was probably claiming Peter as their leader? How did 
Paul define his mission? How did he describe his preaching? What is the center of Paul’s 
preaching? How did he want them to regard Christ differently than they would regard 
him?
